Understanding the Difference Between Clear Creek Volunteer Fire Department and Clear Creek Firewise
In Clear Creek, two important organizations contribute to community safety, but they serve vastly different roles: the Clear Creek Volunteer Fire Department (CCVFD) and Clear Creek Firewise.
The Clear Creek Volunteer Fire Department is an operational emergency response team made up of trained volunteers. They respond to fires, medical emergencies, vehicle accidents, and other incidents within the district. Their work includes fire suppression, emergency medical aid, and protecting life and property. Contact information: 911 or 530-256-3431,
In contrast, Clear Creek Firewise is a community-based education and prevention program through Firewise/Lassen County. It does not respond to emergencies. Instead, Firewise focuses on helping residents reduce wildfire risk around their homes and neighborhoods. They offer guidance on defensible space, vegetation management, and home hardening techniques. For more information contact: Tonya Smith 530-250-5627 or our local representative, Joe Jimenez 510-329-1467,
In short, CCVFD puts out fires, while Firewise helps prevent them. Both are vital in keeping Clear Creek safe.
